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STUDY AREA
The Village of Homer is charming, 
boasting a large National Register 
Historic District, tree-lined streets, 
traditional architecture, and a large 
Village Green. The Village is located 
within the Town of Homer in Cortland 
County.

The Village of Homer DRI Area 
encompasses 286 acres (see Figure 
1), which is approximately 25% of the 
Village’s total land area. The DRI Area 
includes the Village’s traditional Main 
Street commercial corridor as well 
as adjacent residential streets that 
connect to larger properties suitable 
for redevelopment. The DRI Area 
contains a variety of assets including: 
historic and government buildings, 
former industrial properties, diverse 
housing options, dining and shopping 
destinations, schools, and cultural and 
entertainment destinations. 

The DRI Area also encompasses the 
Village’s major transportation gateways 
as well as the eastern bank of the 
West Branch of the Tioughnioga River, 
which is part of the Tioughnioga Local 
Waterfront Revitalization Program  
(LWRP). The DRI Area was designated 
because of its density, walkability, and 
potential for development. 

The DRI Area is bound to the north by 
the Route 281 Gateway and Clinton 
Street, to the east by the West Branch 
of the Tioughnioga River, to the south 
by the historic Circus House located 
on Route 11, and to the west by West 
Street; and Durkee Avenue.

DEMOGRAPHIC OVERVIEW
The analysis of socio-economic and 
demographic characteristics within 
the DRI Area and Village of Homer 
help develop an understanding of the 
composition of the community, where 
it has been, and where it is headed. 
Homer’s DRI Area and community 
characteristics have been compared 

with county, regional, and/or state 
characteristics to better understand 
these local conditions. All data below 
was sourced from ESRI Business 
Analyst.

Population and Trends
The DRI Area currently has a 
population of 1,108. This is nearly one 
third of the Village’s total population of 
3,125 and 18% of the Town of Homer’s 
population. The Village of Homer 
comprises 7% of the Cortland County’s 
total population.

In 2022, Micron Technology announced 
its intent to develop a semiconductor 
manufacturing facility in the Town 
of Clay, Onondaga County, just 45 
minutes north of Homer. The creation 
of 50,000 new jobs is likely to attract 
new residents to Central New York 
in the coming years. Given Homer’s 
proximity to Clay, the Village could 
potentially see an impact of this new 
major employer within the region. 
An increase of population within 
Central New York, Cortland County, 
and the Village of Homer could mean
